During the period in South Andaman district 1.0
mm of cumulative rainfall, in North and Middle Andaman district 0.0 mm of
cumulative rainfall and in Nicobar group of Island 8.0 mm of cumulative rainfall is
expected in upcoming 5 days. The maximum temperature is projected to range
between 28.0 and 31.0 degrees Celsius, while the minimum temperature is
expected to be within the range of 21.0 to 22.0 degrees Celsius. Additionally, the
forecast suggests that the maximum relative humidity will fall between 80 % and
87 %, and the minimum relative humidity will be in the range of 53 % to 72 % in
the Andaman and Nicobar Islands.
