Generally cloudy weather with light rain is likely to occur during next five days in
Andaman Islands whereas in Nicobar Islands light to moderate rain is expected.
During the period in South Andaman district 33.0 mm of cumulative rainfall, in
North and Middle Andaman district 20.0 mm of cumulative rainfall and in Nicobar
group of Island 95.0 mm of cumulative rainfall is expected in upcoming 5 days.
The maximum temperature is projected to range between 29.0 and 31.0 degrees
Celsius, while the minimum temperature is expected to be within the range of 25.0
to 27.0 degrees Celsius. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum
relative humidity will fall between 78 % and 92 %, and the minimum relative
humidity will be in the range of 54 % to 69 % in the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands. Wind speed is expected to range from 11.0 to 23.0 kmph, predominantly
from the North Easterly direction.

For South Andaman
( Blocks: Prothrapur, Little-Andaman and Ferrargunj)

e Do weeding in vegetable and observe for powdery mildew in Bhendi or
cowpea.

o Prepare the land for sowing of beans and other vegetables and
incorporate farm yard manure @ 5 t/ha at the time of last plouging.

e Provide drainage channel in vegetable field as well as nursery to drain
out rain water.

e Plant hybrid napier @ 9 hills/m2 in plain land and terraces for fodder
purpose.

o Keep the day old chicks under light preferably 40 watt bulb during
cloudy days and provide clean drinking water.

o Contact your nearby veterinarian if foot and mouth disease is observed
and regularly vaccinate your animal with multivalent vaccine under the
supervision of qualified veterinary practitioner.



For North and Middle Andaman

( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).

e Do weeding in vegetable and observe for powdery mildew in Bhendi or
cowpea.

o Prepare the land for sowing of beans and other vegetables and
incorporate farm yard manure @ 5 t/ha at the time of last plouging.

o Provide drainage channel in vegetable field as well as nursery to drain
out rain water.

e Plant hybrid napier @ 9 hills/m2 in plain land and terraces for fodder
purpose.

o Keep the day old chicks under light preferably 40 watt bulb during
cloudy days and provide clean drinking water.

o Contact your nearby veterinarian if foot and mouth disease is observed
and regularly vaccinate your animal with multivalent vaccine under the
supervision of qualified veterinary practitioner.

For Nicobar
(Blocks: Nan-Cowrie, Car-Nicobar and Campbell-Bay)

Avoid intercultural operation in the garden during next 23 and 24 Nov as
moderate rainfall is expected.

Provide drainage channel in vegetable field as well as nursery to drain
out rain water.

Plant hybrid napier @ 9 hills/m2 in plain land and terraces for fodder
purpose.

Keep the day old chicks under light preferably 40 watt bulb during
cloudy days and provide clean drinking water.
Contact your nearby veterinarian if foot and mouth disease is observed
and regularly vaccinate your animal with multivalent vaccine under the
supervision of qualified veterinary practitioner.
