Cloudy weather with moderate to heavy rainfall is likely to occur during next five
days in South Andaman and in North and Middle Andaman whereas in Nicobar
Islands moderate rainfall is expected. During the period in South Andaman district
200.0 mm of rainfall, in North and Middle Andaman district 215.0 mm of rainfall
and in Nicobar group of Island 155.0 mm of rainfall is expected.The maximum
temperature is projected to range between 28.0 and 32.0 degrees Celsius, while the
minimum temperature is expected to be within the range of 24.0 to 27.0 degrees
Celsius. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum relative humidity
will fall between 80 % and 84 %, and the minimum relative humidity will be in the
range of 78 % to 82 % in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands. Wind speed is
expected to range from 21.0 to 42.0 kmph, predominantly from the South Westerly
direction.

For South Andaman

expected in isolated places during the period.

o Cover the vegetable nursery with polythene sheet and keep the drainage
channel clean in vegetable field.

e Avoid application of manure and fertilizers to the vegetable field as
heavy rainfall is expected.

o Provide support to the banana and papaya trees as wind speed may rise to
42 kmph during the period.

o Fish rearing farmer should open the outlet safely in fish pond as heavy
rainfall may cause overflow.

o Fishermen are advised not to venture into the sea over Andaman Nicobar
coast during next 3-4 days.

o Day old chicks should be kept in ventilated enclosures and provide light
as a source of heat.




For North and Middle Andaman

( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).

Avoid application of manure and fertilizers to the vegetable field as
heavy rainfall is expected.

Provide support to the banana and papaya trees as wind speed may rise to
42 kmph during the period.

Fish rearing farmer should open the outlet safely in fish pond as heavy
rainfall may cause overflow.

Fishermen are advised not to venture into the sea over Andaman Nicobar
coast during next 3-4 days.

For Nicobar

(Blocks:

Nan-Cowrie, Car-Nicobar and Campbell-Bay)
