The maximum temperature will be 31.0 to 31.7 °C with minimum temperature of
23.6 t0 27.0 °C, whereas the maximum and minimum relative humidity is expected
to be in the range of 77 to 82 % and 71 to 80 %, respectively in Andaman and
Nicobar Islands.

For North and Middle Andaman
( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).

moisture as there is less chances of rainfall in the next five days.
