Mainly clear sky with dry weather is likely to occur during next five days in Andaman and
Nicobar Islands. During the period in South Andaman district 1.0 mm of cumulative rainfall, in
North and Middle Andaman district 0.0 mm of cumulative rainfall and in Nicobar group of
Island 5.0 mm of cumulative rainfall is expected in upcoming 5 days.The maximum temperature
is projected to range between 29.0 and 32.0 degrees Celsius, while the minimum temperature is
expected to be within the range of 22.0 to 24.0 degrees Celsius. Additionally, the forecast
suggests that the maximum relative humidity will fall between 77 % and 89 %, and the minimum
relative humidity will be in the range of 42 % to 60 % in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands.
Wind speed is expected to range from 6.0 to 21.0 kmph, predominantly from the North Easterly
direction.

For South Andaman

e Dry weather likely to continue during next five days and advised to monitoring the soil
moisture levels to make decisions for irrigating the pulse crop.

e Prepare soil with the application of organic matter for sowing of vegetable cow pea and
irrigate immediately after sowing and on 3rd day, thereafter once a week.

e Install yellow sticky trap @ 12/ha to observe pest infestation in cauliflower and cabbage.

e Harvest Black pepper at right stage of maturity and do blanching (Putting it into boiling
water for a short time) to maintain uniform color.

e Do husks burial in coconut basins to overcome dryness and button shedding (Dropping of
immature nuts).

e Day old chicks should be provided with RD vaccine as eye drops and 10 days old chicks
with IBD vaccine as nasal/ eye drops.

For North and Middle Andaman

e Dry weather likely to continue during next five days and advised to monitoring the soil
moisture levels to make decisions for irrigating the pulse crop.

e Prepare soil with the application of organic matter for sowing of vegetable cow pea and
irrigate immediately after sowing and on 3rd day, thereafter once a week.

e Install yellow sticky trap @ 12/ha to observe pest infestation in cauliflower and cabbage.

e Harvest Black pepper at right stage of maturity and do blanching (Putting it into boiling
water for a short time) to maintain uniform color.

e Do husks burial in coconut basins to overcome dryness and button shedding (Dropping of
immature nuts).

For Nicobar

Install yellow sticky trap @ 12/ha to observe pest infestation in cauliflower and cabbage.

Harvest Black pepper at right stage of maturity and do blanching (Putting it into boiling
water for a short time) to maintain uniform color.

Do husks burial in coconut basins to overcome dryness and button shedding (Dropping of
immature nuts).

Day old chicks should be provided with RD vaccine as eye drops and 10 days old chicks
with IBD vaccine as nasal/ eye drops.
