Andaman and Nicobar Islands No: AB (E)/05/2024-25/37

The forecast for the next five days indicates generally cloudy weather and light
rainfall is expected in South Andaman and North and Middle during this period.
Whereas in Nicobar Islands cloudy weather and light rain with thunder is likely to
occur and during this period 24 mm of rainfall is expected. The maximum
temperature is projected to range between 33.0 and 34.0 degrees Celsius, while the
minimum temperature is expected to be within the range of 26.0 to 27.0 degrees
Celsius. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum relative humidity
will fall between 65 % and 73 %, and the minimum relative humidity will be in the
range of 59 % to 65 % in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands. Wind speeds are
expected to range from 5.0 to 11.0 kmph, predominantly from the South Westerly
direction.

For South Andaman
( Blocks: Prothrapur, Little-Andaman and Ferrargunj)

e After harvesting the pulse crop, dry the seeds adequately to reduce moisture
level to 10 % and pack in polythene lined gunny bags for storage.

e Make soil mount around the gourd (Cucurbit) to avoid moisture stress and
irrigate the crops during evening hours.

e Collect and chop the available unwanted organic materials and fill the
vermicompost tank for compost preparation.

e Fix 4 to 5 light traps per acre and fill 1/4™ of the container with water and
add 5 ml kerosene to control coconut leaf eating caterpiller.

e Take up land shaping work in low lying area as the soil condition is good.

e Provide vitamin-C and electrolyte along with cool drinking water to the
poultry birds to prevent from heat stress as maximum temperature likely to
be from 33 to 34 °C.

For North and Middle Andaman
( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).




After harvesting the pulse crop, dry the seeds adequately to reduce moisture
level to 10 % and pack in polythene lined gunny bags for storage.

Make soil mount around the gourd (Cucurbit) to avoid moisture stress and
irrigate the crops during evening hours.

Collect and chop the available unwanted organic materials and fill the
vermicompost tank for compost preparation.

Fix 4 to 5 light traps per acre and fill 1/4™ of the container with water and
add 5 ml kerosene to control coconut leaf eating caterpiller.

Take up land shaping work in low lying area as the soil condition is good.

Provide vitamin-C and electrolyte along with cool drinking water to the
poultry birds to prevent from heat stress as maximum temperature likely to
be from 33 to 34 °C.

For Nicobar

(Blocks: Nan-Cowrie, Car-Nicobar and Campbell-Bay)

Collect and chop the available unwanted organic materials and fill the
vermicompost tank for compost preparation.

Fix 4 to 5 light traps per acre and fill 1/4™ of the container with water and
add 5 ml kerosene to control coconut leaf eating caterpiller.

Take up land shaping work in low lying area as the soil condition is good.

Make trenches across the slop in between coconut trees to harvest the rain
water.

Rainfall is expected and advice to prevent sudden exposure of animals to
rain/wet condition.

Deworm/vaccinate the animals before start of rainy season.

Provide vitamin-C and electrolyte along with cool drinking water to the
poultry birds to prevent from heat stress as maximum temperature likely to
be from 33 to 34 °C.
